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[ Abstract] Objective To study the knowledge level of nursing staff about hospice care for the elderly in
Yunnan. Method The self—design questionnaire was given to 300 nurses to investigate their cognition of hospice
care for the elderly, and the investigation results were compared and analyzed. Results With the increase of education
level, nurses awareness for hospice care also increased. Nurses with different education level had different
understanding rate of the concept, conten and aim of hospice care (F=13.03, P=0.000; F=11.64, P=0.000;
F=10.32, P=0.000). Conclusion The awareness level of nursing staff in ethnic minority areas in Yunnan on
hospice care is generally low, the strengthen of knowledge in hospice care education and training should be improved
in the future.
