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A Survey on the Sex Education Status of Higher Vocational
College Students
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[ Abstract] Objective To understand the situation of sex education of students in higher vocational colleges,
and provide the practical suggestions for sex education of higher vocational college students. Methods By adopting
the method of cluster sampling, 1000 vocational students on college campus were selected and conducted unified
surveys via self-made paper questionnaire of sex education. Then the raw data obtained were analysed statistically.
Results 1.3% samples have frequently received sex education during the high school stage, 25.40% samples
received sex education from school education. 59.70% have knowledge about emergency contraception, and 47.09%
have knowledge about induced abortion. 41.77% sampled vocational students were in love in order to take away the
loneliness, and 75.70% students showed understanding and acceptance to the phenomenon of cohabitation. Only
55.47% students thought contraception was necessary during sexual intercourse, and 22.35% students have no
knowledge about sexual abuse. Conclusion Vocational students are open—minded to sex, but lack knowledge and
self—protection awareness about sex. The main source of knowledge about sex is not school, so it is necessary for
vocational schools and colleges to carry out sex education for their students.
